TO OUR TRAIL RIDERS ς 

New parking areas constructed   Two small parking areas were constructed in Chester for public 

use on Hoop Pole Hill Road and on the Deep River side of Cedar Swamp Road. The construction is 

part of  a project that will include installing 3 gates to close  off the Cedar Swamp section of the forest 

to vehicle traffic   during mud season.   This will help reduce the amount of sediment that  erodes into 

the streams and damages the aquatic environment. The gates will be installed later this year and will 

usually  be  closed after hunting season and opened in April after the roads firms up. The gates would 

be open during that time period if a harvest is occurring and the road is frozen.   A large harvest   in 

that section of the forest has been purchased by Permatrea t Corp. of Durham.  The company  is 

obligated to deliver a substantial amount of  gravel to improve sections of the road system in order to 

further reduce the erosion potential. The harvest is expected to start within  the year.  

 

A second part of the road p roject is to mitigate the sediment that is being deposited into the Atlantic 

White Cedar Swamp  where Cedar Swamp Road  fords part of the swamp. The proposal is to either 

block the crossing or re -engineer it. This part of the project has not been approved by the town of 

Chester yet. Attached is a map of the project area.  

 

 Prep work for Madison Harvest  Some cutting of smaller beech and other trees was done on part 

of the Opening Hill Road section of the Madison in order to stimulate the oak seedlings by al lowing 

more sunlight to reach them. The chainsaw work was timed for right after leaf out in order to 

minimize the sprouting of beech suckers without the use of herbicides. Additional work may be done 

later this month and after the harvest.
