Justin Lamountain, with masters degrees in both Environmental Management
and Forestry, Justin is looking to spread the word about low-impact
horse-powered logging to our area.

This presentation will take a hard look at the current forest management
paradigm in an effort to identify sources of problems--not symptoms—then
explore an alternative forest management paradigm. Topics include forest
ecosystem goods and services, limitations of conuentional forest
management, balanced-use responsible forest management, worst-first
Silviculture, precision hand felling, animal-powered extraction,
and community-based local markets.
